Demonstrated Sentinel Tool
· Jenny Brush and Larry Hebel conducted a demonstration of the Sentinel Tool.  Users were shown how to create a new Alert, interpret the “Summary” information box, run a report and view results. 

· The report format was reviewed and the “Group” numbering scheme explained.

· An example was used from an attendee to run an Alter for CTEP form changes.  It was noted that the criteria to filter changes by specific Forms/Templates did not seem to work, but when running for the Context the changes to forms were reflected in the report.  Few details of Form Changes are captured, one can note that the module, question or form was changed, but not specifically what changed.  The details of Form changes may need to be enhanced.  See “Demo Alert CTEP”.  A set of 6 forms were selected.  The manual run of the report was empty.

· It was suggested that a confirmation message regarding whether the report is empty or not would be useful.  Such as: “x items met Alert parameters” or “No items met Alert parameters” 

· Follow up: Denise is to document which types of changes to forms are captured in the History table and then the group can discuss what additional information in the report could be added. 
Demonstrated Admin Tool changes

· Data Element Concept – Object Class and Property Qualifiers are no longer supported, (ISO 11179 per 10/2004) removed this attribute from the DEC type administered item.  The notion of qualifiers have been incorporated into the compound concept construct whereby OC, P and Rep terms can be constructed from one or more concepts, one designated as Primary, the others as qualifiers. 

· Object Class and Property and Rep based on a single concept can be created, but you cannot use the Admin tool to create OC, P or Rep term based on more than one concept.  This capability is supported in the Curation tool and will be added to the Admin Tool in a future release.
· Brain Campbell raised the question that since the intent (per ISO 11179 part 3 2000) of the Representation Term is to provide a discrete list for characterizing Value Domain content, the list should be frozen at some point and not allowed to continually expand.  
· Object Classes now display related Data Element Concepts and Classifications.

· Object Class can be search using Classification Scheme/Scheme Items as a search criteria.

· Follow up: Dianne Reeves offered to take this up with the Content Group. 
Demonstrated Curation Tool changes:

· Compound OC, P and Rep term creation was demonstrated.  

· Users noted that the changes to the Preferred Name edit where user are forced to select “system generated” “abbreviated” or “existing/user defined” was problematic.  The preferred functionality would be that user would only be prompted for this information only if the Object Class and Property (naming wizard) components are changed. 

Browser changes:

· Users noted that though exclusion of less ‘ready’ components is desirable, not this aspect of the search results was not obvious and worried that new users would not know why some things were missing.   Denise suggested that the message noting that not all items are displayed and to check “search preference” might need to be made more prominent.  Moving the message up underneath the search filed instead of down by the results might help so people will see it before they perform a search 

Suggest: 

At top of screen under search text entry box: 

Search Preferences excludes Test and Training Context views from the tree and certain 'non-released' Workflow and Registration statuses. Click the 'Search Preferences' link above to view or change the exclusion criteria.

Where the message is now displayed replace with: 

Results fewer than expected?  Check “Search Preferences”  (bold lettering and a little bigger – maybe polaced near the number of results window…)
Excel Loader support: 


- a user asked whether the Excel Loader would continue to be supported.  It was explained that an update to the Loader is planned to incorporate the changes for Data Element Concept, Value Domain (removal of Qualifier terms) but not yet available.  Also, an update to the Object Class, Property to support compound concepts, and a new Concept Class loader is needed.   The caDSR team will announce as soon as the new versions are ready.  Every attempt will be made to allow the loader to be backwards compatible with exiting Excel Loader formats.  If anyone has existing spreadsheets that need to be loaded they should contact the NCICB help desk for support.
