CDE Browser HTTP API Example

Example A: This is how a successful call should look.  All the attributes of the Data Element are viewable in a CDE Browser Panel.   The tabs across the browser window as active just as if the query had been launched from the CDE Browser itself: Data Element Concept details, Permissible Value details, Classifications, etc.  This type of query, using the CDE Browser, can be made for only one Data Element at a time.  The following query produced this result:
