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Recap: 

CDE Browser 'Sort by Column'

· We will implement the "preferred order" based on Registration Status and Workflow Status, alpha by long name as third sort criteria.  This will help the 'best' CDEs to emerge at the top of the results list. 

· Users will be able to sort any column in the results set alphabetically.  A "crumb" will be built, showing the sort order selected by the user: e.g. Long Name>>Context>>WorkflowStatus   

· There will be a "Return to Preferred Order" button to reset the sort to the Default

Form Builder 'Sort by Column'

· The same features as above will be available when searching for Forms in Form Builder

· If a consensus on "preferred order" for Forms workflow status is reached by the Content Group by mid October, we will create a "Preferred Order" for the default for Forms too. 

CDE Side-by-Side Comparison Tool

· User should be able to mark one CDE as the 'favorite' or 'primary' for the basis for comparison to the others if scrolling left and right

· User should be able to pick as many CDEs as they want for the comparison, screen can scroll left and right, fit  as many on one frame as is practical...aim for 1 'favorite' base + 2 in the comparison panel at once

· user should be able to add to CDE cart from comparison frame

· user should be able to download the CDEs in the comparison frame, independent of the CDE cart ie. download whether or not in CDE cart

· user should be able to delete CDEs from the comparison frame, independent of the shopping cart ie. leave in CDE cart, remove from comparison frame

· user should be able to delete from CDE Cart from comparison frame

· Content group will identify a "summary' favorites list for the attributes that are minimal for a meaningful comparison e.g. DEC, VD, Context, workflow status, registration status, etc.

Form Instructions

· Instructions will be available for Form “Header” and “Footer”

· Instructions will be available for Module level

· Instructions will be available for “Question” (CDE or VD?)

· Instructions will be available for “Value” (Permissible Value)

· Development team will evaluate if there is a way to tie the instruction to the DE so it can be reused across forms whenever the DE is used (versus the Form).  Consider “Reference Document” type = Form Instruction; Ref Doc name = Form name, Ref Doc type = “Form Instruction”, Ref Doc Text = the instruction…?

· Evaluate having “LOVs” for Header Instruction,  Footer Instruction, Module Instruction so instructions can be reused.  These would be similar Qualifier LOV where new values can be added dynamically to the LOV. 

Display “Concept ID” as hotlink

· every item that has an associated concept code will be displayed and a hotlink to EVS will be provided

· question was raised about the version of the concept and version of the vocabulary – this information will be stored in the Concept Class but we haven’t worked out how to keep it ‘current’ e.g. vocab is versioned but concept isn’t, with hotlink still work?
