City of Hope Med. Center (COH)
NCI Center for Cancer Research (CCR) – Cancer Central Clinical Database System (C3DS) is a web-based information management system for clinical trials being developed through a partnership between the Center for Cancer Research (CCR) and the NCI Center for Bioinformatics (NCICB). The first of the system's five major components, the Cancer Central Clinical database (C3D), the primary data capture module, is now active. NCI Cancer Imaging Program (CIP)  The CIP created a set of lung cancer chest CT screening CDEs that are currently still in development stage.  This Context will be overseen by John Freymann of CIP who will manage imaging data element development going forward and can be reached at John Freymann.

This context creates and manages data elements supporting the object models for the caCORE infrastructure:  caBIO, EVS, caDSR cas well as data elements from NCICB Applications such as Cancer Models (caMOD) and the NCICB's cancer array informatics project (caArray) consisting of a microarray database and microarray analysis and visualization tools.  

Early Detection Research Network (EDRN) –   The EDRN, sponsored by the NCI Division of Cancer Prevention, Cancer Bioinformatics Research Group created CDEs to support sharing of resources across sites.
