2. Version 4.0 Content
Changes being made for Version 4.0 of the caDSR are high level in scope and need to be done before some other requested items.  There will be a number of subsequent changes made in a Version 4.0.0.1 release that will occur soon after Version 4.0.  It is anticipated that Version 4.0 will go to QA around the end of March.  The following items are scheduled to be in Version 4.0:
a. Value Meanings as Administered Components – One of the main goals in the 4.0 release is to complete the transition of Value Meanings to become full Administered Components.   This will include having public IDs and versions and the ability to edit VM names.
b. Class Scheme Items as Administered Components – Complete transition of Classification Scheme Items to become Administered Components.  This solution to requirement for Global Model Exchange and will have limited impact otherwise.
c. Enhancing / exposing registration metadata – This will expose registration metadata including Registration Status, Identifier, Contact Information, Role (Steward, Registrar, Submitter, etc.), and related Organizations/ Individuals.
d. Enhanced Forms Metadata – Includes a focus on searching capabilities, adding additional attributes identified by Pop Science group, initiation of  effort to apply rigorous definitions and select appropriate attributes for use by caDSR Forms community (examples: Target Audience, Validity Evidence, etc.)
Additionally, SIW 3.2.1.4 will be available soon and will address several issues with assignment of Value Domains.

Content
1. Data Standards Updates – 

a. Family Relationships – Mary reported on the progress of the VCDE small group working on the Family Relationship CDE standard.  The group has been working via email to address comments received in the caBIG community review comment period.  Recommendations to add alternate definitions and names to the value meanings/VM descriptions and requests for additional permissible values are being addressed.

b. Units of Measure – still under review.  Additional meetings have been scheduled to discussion some final items

c. AJCC – additional meetings have been scheduled to discuss how this information will be considered as a data standard.

d. Data Standard Review Process – the data standard review process is being reviewed by the VCDE Standards Modification Small Group.  They are also looking are recommendations for development of data standards that will facilitate use of the standards by forms users and UML model developers.  Additionally, new recommendations are being developed for a checklist to be included with future data standard submissions to the VCDE.
2. Business Rules/Best Practices for Concept Selection 
Tommie presented an introduction to the development of business rules governing Concepts used in caDSR (see Attachment A.)  She began with an overview of the reasons for assigning concepts to administered items including clarification of meaning, information sharing and recording the historical usage.  She continued with a discussion of controlled vocabulary stating that the reasons a standard vocabulary is necessary is to facilitate translational research, integration of diverse data systems throughout the cancer research community, and to improve links between healthcare delivery system and clinical research and trials.  Tommie then discussed the source of concepts and discussed the advantages of using the NCIt content as the basis of metadata in caDSR.  She talked about the details of the concepts, including their names, unique codes and the properties like definitions, synonyms and links to reference information or sources.  Tommie continued with information on the relationship of concepts to other concepts, saying that concepts have roles such as super-concepts, parent concepts and sub-concepts.  She noted that this may be especially helpful in searching for and working with CDEs in caDSR.

The discussion continued with the ways to find concepts in caDSR.  Tommie used the curation tool to illustrate the choices a curator might have to find concepts including the list presented in the search feature and the link to EVS.  She noted that a user can retrieve a list of terms from caDSR and NCI Thesaurus and that its important to carefully read definitions and identify the Context using that concept.  She also pointed out that a user can check usages for the number and content.  Tommie then said that concepts could be identified that would best represent the information being registered.  She recommended the best practices of reuse of a common concept across UML Models and forms, the use caDSR concepts from caBIG context, and the use of concepts from NCIt.  Tommie reviewed the steps taken if a new concept is needed.  There was a discussion of precoordinated terms vs. post coordinated terms.  Tommie provided use case examples.
