Content

1. Data Standards Updates – 

a. Family Relationships – Mary reported that there was a request to add concepts for husband and wife.  This requirement has been forwarded to Nicole for concept creation.  Dianne reviewed and sent back as rewording to include same sex marriages.

b. Education Level – This standard was approved by the content group to be sent to VCDE for presentation and caBIG review.
c. Academic Degree – This standard was approved by the content group to be sent to VCDE for presentation and caBIG review.
2. Participation in caBIG CTMS Face-to-Face Meeting
Dianne mentioned that she would like to briefly discuss the upcoming CTMS F2F meeting tentatively planned for late March in the Southwest.  She advised that there would be a large number of people from clinical sites and we should plan on giving a presentation on content reuse by application model developers.  Any presentation should focus on clinicians rather than developers; the people collecting data not the statistical analysis of the results.  Dianne informed the group that those centers who have implemented or are interested into C3D would be candidates for the audience of any presentation.   She indicated that possible topics might be:
· Finding CDEs

· Evaluating metadata content

· Looking at form, what is reusable or not reusable

3. Software Requirements List Review
Tommie presented a list of candidate requirements for caDSR tools that members of the content group suggested.  These requirements were broken down into the top 10 (or so), and then less urgent needs by the tool themselves.  With Denise Warzel on the call, the group reviewed the following items: 
Top Ten List:

1. Complete Value Meanings as full administered components.  Implement maintenance editing of all VM metadata.  

a. Denise agreed this was in scope and advised the group that in the 4.0 release, Value Meaning would be handled as a full administered component of the caDSR.
2. Keep caDSR Concepts in synch with EVS term changes; maintain original definitions as Alternate Definitions; document when a concept is retired, merged, or replaced by EVS.
a. Denise advised the group that synchronization of EVS and caDSR concepts would be addressed after completion of the clean up activities; these activities currently focus on clean up of CDE Object Classes and Representation terms.  

b. Perna clarified the clean-up process.  Currently, the search looks for changes in the administered component’s definition.  If it finds a change in the definition then it loads using the existing definition; not the new definition.  

c. The Software team is working on how to handle preferred name or preferred definition changes in EVS.  

d. Claire asked about the scenario where changes are made to an existing concept in EVS but not yet made in caDSR which causes an error in model load.  Currently, the solution is to add the term to caDSR, then rerun loader validation.  Vice versa, if you have a concept that needs a more recent definition in EVS, then changes need to be manually done in the model.

3. Provide full maintenance functionality for all caDSR metadata.  Enhance maintenance tools to show all relationships and usages to the metadata being edited/maintained – for example: show all Value Domains using a Value Meaning, all Data Element Concepts and Value Meanings using a Concept. (Curation Tool)
a. The content group discussed this requirement and decided that we need to further “teas out” this requirement.

b. Need ability download and print out list of value meanings.  Denise identified that more information is needed to clarify this need.  It was noted that you may be able to use the “GUEST” account in Curation tool.

c. Include Curation requirement #1 as part of this requirement: “Add a search for Value Meanings.  Provide ability to find of all uses of a VM – get associated CDs, DEs, and VDs”. 
d. When editing a concept to change a definition, need to be able to see and print out all the components using that term before editing the existing definitions. 
4. Provide the ability to set a preferred name or definition for an administered component from the available Alternate Names and/or Definitions. (Curation Tool)
a. The group discussed the use case where a group or community has their own preferred definition for a specific concept which they want to use in their administered components.

b. Denise clarified that the UML Model Browser provides an option to specify the caDSR user’s preferred definition based but not the EVS preferred definition.

c. It was noted that currently in the curation tool, when selecting the option “Make new DEC from Existing DEC”, the tool brings in the current DEC definition, not the original EVS definitions based on the concepts in the administered components.

5. Resolve business rules and methodology to add semantics to Value Domains.  Remove current wizard that calls the concepts Objects and Properties
a. Denise commented that this could be considered but more as a 4.1 release item not 4.0.0.  This is due to additional coordination required with SIW tooling.

6. Simplify rules for changes to PVs and VMs when they have been used on a form.  (Curation/Business Rules)
a. Janice walked through the example of changing the value meanings associated with a value.  The group concurred on the areas that needed simplification
7. Add ability to ‘browse’ CDs, DEC, VD, VM, PVs, Concepts, Object Classes, Properties, and Representation Terms.  Customize the list of metadata to display in a results list.  Provide ability to find of all uses of an administered component – “Get associated” option.  (Browser Tool)
a. Denise told the group that you can currently do this in the ADMIN tool; browse in the Conceptual Domain.  Dianne commented that all you get back is a matrix, what we need is a download.  Denise concurred. She explained that the Browser is a fast flat tool used to expose all the components.

b. The group looked at possible ways to display data elements based on UML Model Browser displays; a one page view by a class where you see all the attributes/properties/values on a single page.  Caveat, UML Browser is not a live view.  Denise recommended the possible use of a Wiki to display information putting all the associated administered items together. Ann Setser mentioned that CTC provision with international participants uses a WIKI for CDE information.  Denise provided this example of using a Wiki:  5 DEs are posted for review by a group which is then asked to go the Wiki and perform the review; make comments.

c. Tommie indicted that people creating CDEs in model find it hard to find data like version and public id to enter into their model.  Denise indicated that in this example we are not talking about a curator, rather more an end user, using a WIKI to display the low level data.  There would be an EDIT button for people to request change, but the tool does not make the change at the time of the request.

8. Customizable download reports – both Excel and XML – both content and order of the report. (Gforge #1333 – Browser tool)
a. Browser changes put on hold in 2007.  The SDK team did not get to this level of changes but wanted to do.  It was decided that the team should take all customizable download requirements into consideration when developing the requirements.  A separate team with Brenda Maeske and Dianne Reeves will work with the development to refine these requirements.

9. Add ability to subset and related Value Domains. (Curation Tool)
a. Denise advised that this change would be considered for release 4.1 or later.
b. A related requirement to be considered is the ability to subset VD.  Denise advised the group that in form builder you can currently subset in the curation tool we can not subset.   Team to look at possibility of reusing some of that code in the curation tool. 
c. Denise clarified that information is separated in form builder but not stored therefore they would need to create an actual VDs.  This tooling change is dependent on requirement #2 making VD an administered component.

10. Allow download of search results or saving of file in format that can be imported into Excel.  (Curation Tool)
a. In curation tool, down load capability in a usable formatted.  Dianne advised that we need to revisit what is downloadable.  The group agreed that it was OK to use the excel format similar to the CDE Browser download for the curation tool.
b. A request was made to also include this same code for use in the Admin Tool.
c. A requirement to add a better batch load of metadata into staging or other content area was discussed.  The current spreadsheet to load a large set of content needs some work to remove the complexity work of it as well as the relaxation of certain business rules to load data partial content to a “Draft New” status.  This would minimize the amount of manual curation needed for use case with large amounts of manually CDEs that need to be created.  
11. Add ability to edit previously created Reference Documents.  This should be supported for a single administered component and as a batch process for a group of administered components. (Curation Tool)
a. Janice reported that this was created to support G-Forge item N4169 – “Curation/DE/Preferred Question Text : Ability to EDIT existing reference doc” created 1/30/2007.  Right now, if you need to revise any of the fields associated with a reference document (like a typo), you need to delete and then re-add the entry.  Additional discussion needed on this requirement.
In closing, Dianne stated that it was important that the TEST/Training requirement (General #3 – “Remove Test and Training contexts from all display and searches as the default condition”) moved to top 10 list.  This made 12 requirements as part of the “Top 10”.  Additional discussion was needed on the rest of the list which was to be continued on the Friday Software requirements call.  

In addition, further discussion on requirement – General #4 (“Add ability to related administered components to other administered components for example, a concept has been retired and a new preferred concept has been assigned – there should be a way to direct a user to use the new concept (or components created with the new concept rather than continuing to reuse items related to a retired concept)”) should be added to the agenda for Friday’s meeting.
The next Content meeting will be February 11th.  Content meeting scheduled for January 28th due to the VCDE/Architecture F2F scheduled in Utah.
